L  ike most of the models I have built over the years, 
this one also has a long story.  It started with a Christ-
mas Eve party when I asked a teenage neighbor if he 
was really interested in learning to fly RC and he said 
yes. Then I talked with his father telling him I would build 
the boy a plane if he would purchase the engine and ra-
dio.  He agreed. 
 
So scavenging around in my crash room, (which 
some of you have actually seen), I found a Johnny 
Casburn Lucky Fly 60 which was a low-wing pattern 
fuselage.  The horizontal stab came from a Gold-
berg Skylark.  For the wing I decided to do a 
scratch-build since I have had positive experiences 
with the Long John RC models.  I melded these 
three components together by turning the Casburn 
fuselage upside down (remember it was a low 
wing).  Two months later it was finished and I 
waited for the dad to provide the engine and radio.

Recently John took this mon-
grel on its maiden flight and 
was really pleased when it  
flew well.  We then handed it 
over to anyone who wished to 
fly it including Danny King,  
John Miller,  Sheldon  
Timmons ï just to name a few.
