Model of the Month  

Sept 2009 

Editors Note: 

John Lott was the Sep-
tember Model of the 
Month Winner!  

 

John built his Sig Kadet Senior from a kit.  Here are the details in his own 
words: 

First off all the dihedral was taken out of the wing since originally this is a 3 
channel model. Since the 79 inch wing is so long, I kept the halves sepa-
rate and epoxied in a 3/4" wing tube so it can be broken down into two pan-
els. The wing is bolt on rather than using rubber bands too and spars 
have stranded carbon fiber epoxied on the outside surface for 
strength. I also incorporated full length 2-1/2" built up ailerons with 
separate servos. Instead of a tricycle type landing gear configura-
tion I made this one a tail dragger and because of the separa-
tion, the rudder and tail wheel use a dual pull-pull system for steering. 
It is powered by an OS .91 four stroke engine. The fiberglass cowling 
came from a .40 sized Phoenix Models Giles 202. All I had to do is re-
make the firewall and first former 1/2" wider and it fit perfectly! The col-
ors are Ultracote Pearl Yellow, Monokote Black and Ultracote check-
ers. The graphics are from B&E Graphics. The hula girl started as kind 
of an inside joke and as I got to thinking about using the checkers with 
the yellow and black it just started taking on a theme of it's own. It has been 
up about 8 or so times and it is a great plane to fly. You can start a turn rud-
der only and it will give you 30+ degrees of bank with no altitude loss. In-
verted, it needs very little down pressure to hold it there and rolls and loops 
are pretty predictable. It has plenty of power and no bad habits, except for 
the tendency to float down the runway when you try and land it.

Just a few gentle reminders from your safety officer.  These are a few of the things 
I've seen "violated" in the last couple of months:  

No exposed rotating parts under the shed. No start up and no run up of any-
thing with an exposed prop (glow or electric).  Helis are OK to start with a firm 
grip on the rotor, and ducted fans are OK as well.  If there is any doubt in your 
mind, just step out from under the shed, please.  

No breaking the flight line, anywhere up and down the runway.  This is the FAR 
side of the taller grass, away from the pits.  No breaking it, not even a little bit. 
 Remember a few months ago when I wrote that you are all safety officers? 
Well, you can have fun reminding people of this one.  Tell them "If the grass 
was a brick wall... you're model would be in pieces!" or something equally sarcastic. Not that anyone at the 
114th would EVER "kid" anyone else... Ha!  

Be careful taxi-ing toward the shed/pits; stop and shut down pretty far away.  And, walk with your aircraft 
as you  taxi. I saw a "depth perception" problem caused by the pilot being way down the runway, yet taxi-
ing all the way to the shed/pits. The result was an aircraft taxied into someone's pit stuff. No damage, but 
that was luck.  

Fly with a spotter. Even if there are no other aircraft up... remember, we are in a public park, any person 
(or dog) can sneak up.  A spotter really helps.  Having a spotter is not an absolute rule at the 114th... it is 
something we strongly encourage.  

Remember, as a spotter, your job is to look at everything other than your pilots aircraft. Easy to say, hard 
to do. 

Reduce the number of people on the flight line. Pilots and spotters only, in most circumstances.  Children 
belong with a responsible adult while you are flying; as a pilot, you can't watch them and the airplane both. 
 Someone in the pits will be glad to watch them for you.   

Again, these are all friendly reminders of things you already know... and, at the same time, they are all things 
I've seen people do "wrong" recently. It seems we are all getting a little complacent. Of course, 99.99% of the 
time, the person "gets away" with doing it the "wrong" way. It is that other .01% that causes clubs to lose flying 
fields and even worse... so just renew your commitment to do it "the way you know is right", help others with 
these best practices, and... HAVE FUN!
